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Mathematics


In maths we will begin by recapping our learning of fractions from last term. We will then learn how to add and subtraction fractions and find fractions of amounts. Our next block, decimals, will take us to the end of term. We will be converting fractions to decimals and counting in tenths and hundredths. We will also be dividing numbers by 10 and 100.
