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Admissions Policy 2017 – 18
Admission of Pupils 
(a) Policy and numbers 

Pupils will be admitted to the school at the beginning of the school year in which they reach their fifth birthday. Our Planned Admission Number for the year commencing September 1st 2017 is 30. 

(b) Oversubscription 

Where applications for admission to the school exceed the places available, the following criteria will be applied, in the order set out below, to decide which children to admit: 

1. Looked After Children as defined in Section 22 of the Children’s Act 1989, 

2. Vulnerable Children: Children from families registered with the National Asylum Support Service, children with a medical condition where written evidence is available from a senior medical officer and the child’s general practitioner or specialist showing that it would be detrimental to the child’s health not to admit him/her to the school; 

3. Siblings from the Designated Area: Where the child has a brother or sister currently attending the school. This includes half brothers and sisters and fostered brothers and sisters; 

4. Children from the Designated Area: Children resident within the designated area or the shared area who do not qualify under one of the criteria above; 

i. Siblings from outside the Designated: Where the child has a brother or sister currently attending the school. This includes half brothers and sisters and fostered brothers and sisters; 

ii. Other Children: Children to whom none of the above criteria apply. 

I
n the event of the number of applications exceeding the available number of places within any of the above categories, priority will be given to those children whose home is closest to the school as measured in a straight line, "as the crow flies" from the front entrance of the school to the front door of the pupil’s home. 

Should children of multiple births cause the school to go over the planned admission limit of 30 the governors would consider this to be an exceptional circumstance and would admit all children of that birth. An exception to this would be where such an admission would cause a KS1 class to go above the legal limit of 30 pupils. 

(c) Admission Arrangements
A full-time school place is available for children from the September following their 4th birthday. Parent(s)/guardians may prefer to defer their child’s admission to a later term or to accept the place on a part-time basis for a limited time. The place must be taken up within the same academic year, as was originally offered and admission cannot be delayed beyond the statutory start date, ie, places can be held open until January or April as long as the child joins the school no later than the start of the term following their 5th birthday. For Children born between 1st April and 31st August parents can not defer entry beyond the beginning of the April term of the school year for which the offer was made.
Parents wishing to register children for the school should complete a Primary Common Application Form (PCAF) which is available from all primary and junior or infant schools in Wiltshire or from County Hall, Trowbridge. Application Forms must be returned directly to the LA by midnight on 15th January 2017. Any applications received after this time will be treated as late applications*. Applications may also be made online at www.wiltshire.gov.uk (preferred way to apply). 

All applications received after 12 midnight on 15th January 2017 will be considered as late applications and considered only after those applications received before the deadline have been determined.
Parents of children applying for admission will be notified of whether a place is to be offered by letter dispatched on the 18th April 2017. Parents wishing to accept the place on behalf of their child must confirm the place with the school by noon on the 2nd May 2017. 

Parents of children not being offered a place at the school and who wish to appeal should seek further information on how to appeal directly from the school. Please telephone the school on the above telephone number. 

The appeals panel will not include any member of the governing body who participated in the admissions panel meeting. It will also include a lay member and an independent member neither of whom will be otherwise connected with the school. 

* Second round applications, those received after noon on the 16th January 2017 and 25th April 2017 will not be considered until after all first round on time applications have been processed.  Parents will be notified of second round offers on 31st May 2017.
3rd Round applications received after the 25th April 2017 will not be considered until after all the second round applications have been processed. 

Parents of pupils not being offered a place may put their child’s name on the school waiting list. 

(d) Applications to other years of entry 
Parents wishing to register children for the school other than as part of the annual reception entry group referred to above should contact the school by telephone, by email or in person and ask for the Head Teacher’s Secretary. 

Parents will be advised of the availability of places in the relevant year group(s) and places will be offered up to the Planned Admission Limit for that year group. Should the Planned Admission Limit have already been reached places will continue to be offered up to the overall maximum capacity of the school, which is 210 pupils (no more than 30 pupils per class due to restricted classroom space). 

The overall limit of 210 pupils is final and in the event of parents applying on behalf of more than one child places will only be offered up to this limit. Parents will decide which of their children they wish to attend the school based on the number of places available. 

Should it not be possible to offer a pupil a place at the school parents will be invited to have their child’s name added to the school’s waiting list and they will be contacted as and when a place becomes available.
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
